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NAME AND OBJECTS

1.
The Club shall be called “Dallachy Aeromodellers”
2.
The objects for which the Club is established are:
a)
To promote, assist, teach and encourage model aircraft construction and flying in all its forms, and the study of aeronautics

b)
To make the sport available to all, especially young people, to the benefit of the community.

c)
To form a further attraction to visitors to the area and hence encourage tourism, and in this respect,

i.
To welcome visitors from other clubs.

ii. To promote demonstrations and organise competitions.

d)
To organise any further activities of any kind designed to improve the facilities and amenities available to members

CONSTITUTION

3.
The Club shall consist of Honorary Members, Ordinary Members, and Family Members.

a)
Honorary Members shall consist of those people who have done the Club exceptional service, either materially or otherwise, as proposed and elected by ballot at any Committee meeting of the Club. They shall not pay any subscription to the Club, nor may they take part in the management of the Club’s affairs.

b)
Ordinary Members shall consist of any person applying to join the Club being elected and paying an annual subscription according to the charges in force at any one time and will have full voting rights.

c)
Family Members shall consist of persons of one immediate family who apply to join the Club being elected and paying an annual subscription according to the charges in force at any one time. Family members share a single vote in the management of the Club’s affairs.

SUBSCRIPTIONS AND CHARGES

4.
Members shall pay an annual subscription in advance according to a scale of fees, which is subject to alteration by agreement of Club Members at the AGM or at a special EGM. All Members are additionally required to have full THIRD PARTY INSURANCE. The sum insured for must be at least the minimum as laid down by the SAA.

5.
Any member whose subscription shall be more than one month in arrears shall be reminded by letter from the Treasurer that it is due. If not paid within one month of that reminder, the Committee shall remove the name of that Member from the roll of the current Club membership.

THE GOVERNING COMMITTEE

6. 
Any Member who is fully up to date with his/her membership will be eligible to fill posts on the Governing Committee.
7.
The Committee shall consist of a Chairman (alternatively to be known as the Chairperson, Madam Chairman or simply The Chair, at the discretion of the incumbent), Vice-Chairman, a Secretary, a Treasurer (the treasurer also acting as the Membership Secretary), a Webmaster, a Safety Officer, a Training Co-ordinator and two ordinary members. All Committee Members will be eligible for re-election at the Annual General Meeting. No Committee Member shall be expected to serve for more than three consecutive years. Each Committee Member will be entitled to one vote and the Chairman will have an additional casting vote if needed.
8.
The Committee will normally meet once per month, but not less than three times per year and at such meetings, four members will form a quorum.

9.
The Committee shall have the power to fill any vacancies which may occur in any of the offices of the Club between Annual General Meetings and shall have the power to appoint such committees, make such Bye-laws, Regulations and arrangements, issue such orders and appoint such officers or servants as shall appear to be conducive to the welfare and good government of the Club, and the proper management of its concerns. All such Bye Laws, Regulations and arrangements shall be in accordance with this Constitution and laws and shall be subject to alteration or amendment at any Special General Meeting or any Annual General Meeting of the Club.

MEETINGS
10.
The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held in November of each year, on such day and at such hour as the Committee may direct. The Treasurer shall have the accounts independently inspected for presentation to the Club at the Annual General Meeting.

11.
Ordinary General Meetings will be held as announced when social or informative occasions are organised.

12.
A Special General Meeting may be called on a requisition signed by one fifth of the Members or at the discretion of the Committee.

13
At any Club meeting, a simple majority vote will be sufficient authority for the transaction of Club business.

APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP
14
Candidates for admission or re-admission as members must complete the application form and will be temporarily admitted until the application can be considered by the Committee. The Committee shall not be obliged, however, to admit any applicant and any such temporary admittance shall not prejudice the Committee’s right to refuse acceptance for membership without giving any explanation. There will be no bar to membership on religious, racial, political or occupational grounds. Admittance will be by simple majority vote at Committee meetings.

EXPULSION OF MEMBERS
15.
Any Member who has been irregularly elected or who infringes the rules of the Club or who brings the Club into disrepute may be suspended by the Committee until the Member’s case has been considered at an Annual General Meeting or a Special General Meeting, when, if three-quarters of those present (eight Members forming a quorum) vote for it, the Member shall be expelled from the Club without rights or redress.

GENERAL LAWS
16.
Any Members of the Committee at a committee meeting or Members at an Annual or Special General Meeting unable to attend for good reason may vote by proxy on submission of a signed paper handed to the chairman prior to the meeting whenever a vote is to be taken on a specific issue.
17.
All flying should be subject to the “SAA Safety Code” published by the Scottish Aeromodellers Association and any amendments that are made from time to time either locally or by the SAA.

18.
The Club shall be a non-profit making organisation. The income and property of the Club whensoever derived shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Club as set forth in the Constitution and no proportion shall be paid or transferred, directly or indirectly, by way of dividend bonus or otherwise howsoever by way of profit, to the Members of the Club. Provided that nothing herein contained shall prevent the payment in good faith of reasonable and proper remuneration to any officer or servant of the Club or to any other Member of the Club, in return for any services rendered to the Club, nor prevent the payment of interest not exceeding 10% per annum on any money lent, or reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let by any Member of the Club; but so that no Member of the Club or governing body of the same shall be appointed to any salaried office of the Club, or any office of the Club paid by fees and that no remuneration or benefit in money or moniesworth shall be given by the Club to any Member of such governing body of the Club except repayment of out-of-pocket expenses and interest at the rate aforesaid on money lent, or reasonable and proper rent for premises demised or let to the Club; provided that the provision last aforesaid shall not prevent the Club from entering into contracts for the supply of material or service with any Member of the Club.

19.
When money borrowed on behalf of the Club is borrowed under guarantee by individual Members of the Club or when money is loaned by individual Members of the Club to the Club, that money shall be guaranteed by the Club at all times and all equipment involved shall be fully covered by insurance against all risks. In addition the Club shall at all times be fully covered against all kinds of third party risks.

20.
The property and assets heritable and moveable at present belonging, or which may hereafter belong, to the Club, shall be vested in the Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer of the Club for the time being and their successors in office, as trustees on behalf of the Club and as herein provided the said trustees shall deal with the said property according to directions and under the authority of the governing Committee. Subject to such directions and authority they shall have the power to grant all deeds and do other acts necessary in connection with the said heritable and moveable property. An excerpt from any minute of the forerunning Committee certified by the Secretary as correct shall be sufficient evidence to all parties concerned of the directions and authority aforesaid.

21.
In the event of the Club being wound up, the surplus funds (if any) after payment of debts and liabilities of the Club and the costs, charges and expenses of winding up shall be held in trust and handed over to such organisation formed or which may be formed of the same or similar character as the Club and as approved by the Committee.

LIABILITY OF MEMBERS
22.

a)
The liability of all Members over 16 years old but not Honorary Members is limited to two years’ annual subscription. Ordinary Members under 16 years old and Honorary Members shall have no liability save for any subscription currently due.

b)
Any Member ceasing to be a Member of the Club shall forfeit all rights to and claims upon the Club, its property and funds

c)
The Club will undertake no responsibility for loss or damage to any property taken into or left on the premises or grounds occupied by the Club.

ALTERATIONS OF LAWS
23.
Any alterations of, or additions to these laws must be made at an Annual General Meeting or a Special General Meeting of the Club and at least 14 days’ notice in writing shall be given to every Member of every proposed change or addition and despite the previous ruling in clause 13 at least three quarters of the Members present must vote in favour of such alterations or additions.
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
